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Malaysia continues to strengthen international trade relations
with partner countries

On 10 July 2018, YB Ignatius Darell Leiking, the Minister of
International Trade and Industry Malaysia had a conference call with
Singapore’s Minister of Trade and Industry, H.E. Chan Chun Sing
and received courtesy calls from the Ambassador of the Republic
of Korea (ROK), H.E. Dr. Toh Kyung Hwan; the Australian High
Commissioner to Malaysia, H.E. Andrew Goledzinowski; and the
British High Commissioner to Malaysia, H.E. Vicki Treadell.This
reflects the continued sound bilateral relations between these nations
with Malaysia, particularly in the areas of trade and investments.

Singapore was Malaysias 2™ largest trading partner with
Malaysia-Singapore total trade in 2017 expanded by 22.2%
to RM228.3 billion (USD53.2 billion). Singapore was our
largest export destination with total export at USD31.6
billion or 14.5% of total exports in 2017. As of the first
quarter of 2018, Singapore invested RM118.1 billion -
making it the largest source of foreign direct investments
(FDI), constituting 20.1% of total FDI in Malaysia.

LEASE

In 2017, ROK was Malaysia’s 8" largest global trading partner. Trade between Malaysia and ROK expanded
by 9.2% to RM65.0 billion (USD15.1 billion) in 2017; with exports increased by 24.8% to RM28.6 billion
(USD6.7 billion) and imports recorded a marginal decline of 0.6% to RM36.4 billion (USD8.5 billion). On
investments, as at December 2017, 359 manufacturing projects were implemented with total investments
worth RM18.5 billion (USD5.6 billion) creating 51,291 employment opportunities.

Australia was Malaysias 12™ largest trading partner in 2017. Trade increased by 23.7% to RM52.5 billion
(USD12.2 billion); with exports increased by 20.8% to RM32.4 billion (USD7.5 billion) and imports increased
by 28.7% to RM20.1 billion (USD4.66 billion). As at December 2017, 348 manufacturing projects were
implemented with total investments of USD930.4 million (RM2.9 billion) creating 22,349 job opportunities.

The United Kingdom (UK) was Malaysia’s 19" largest trading partner globally and 4™ largest trading partner
within the European Union (EU) In 2017. Malaysia’s total trade with the UK grew by 7.1% to RM16.4 billion
(USD3.8 billion), with exports increased by 10.5% and imports rose by 2.7%. The UK is the 3™ largest
investor from the EU with 451 implemented manufacturing projects worth RM9.5 billion (USD2.8 billion)
that enabled the creation of 37,265 work opportunities.

YB Minister took the opportunity to discuss various issues on economic and trade relations with Singapore,
ROK, Australia and the UK. YB Minister welcomed investments from the respective countries in new growth
areas in both the manufacturing and services sectors. MITI will work closely with the respective missions
in elevating economic and trade relations. Despite Brexit, Malaysia remains confident in the UK’s economy;,
thereby remains an important trade and investment partner for Malaysia.

YB Minister also took the opportunity to reaffirm Malaysia’s position as an open economy with strong
potential for investment. The Government supports the promotion of free trade that takes into consideration
the different levels of development among trading nations. In terms of domestic investments, the focus will
be on attracting quality investments to create high value-added jobs with less reliance on foreign labour.
YB Minister also expressed the commitment of the Government to foster and enhance bilateral trade and
investment relations with its trading partners.

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Glossary

of Technical Terms

MITI
Ministry of International Trade & Industry, Malaysia

MJEPA
Malaysia-Japan Economic Partnership Agreement - Malaysia and Japan established the Malaysia-Japan Economic
Partnership Agreement (MJEPA) on 13 December 2005. MJEPA came into force on 13 July 2006.

ML

Manufacturing License - The Industrial Coordination Act, 1975 requires person(s) engaging in any manufacturing activity
with shareholders’ funds of RM2.5 million and above or employing 75 or more full-time paid employees to obtain a
Manufacturing Licence.

MMBK
Mesyuarat Mingguan Besi Keluli - A technical committee under the Jawatankuasa Pengecualian Cukai 3 (JPC3)
to evaluate import duty exemption applications for raw materials of iron and steel products.

MNP

Movement of Natural Person - One of the four ways through which services can be supplied internationally. Otherwise
known as “Mode 4, it covers natural persons who are either service suppliers (such as independent professionals) or who
work for a service supplier and who are present in another WTO member to supply a service.

MNZFTA

Malaysia-New Zealand Free Trade Agreement - Malaysia and New Zealand commenced negotiations on the
bilateral FTA in May 2005. The Malaysia-New Zealand FTA (MNZFTA) negotiations were concluded on 30 May
2009 at the 10th round of negotiations in Kuala Lumpur. The Agreement was signed by both Ministers of Trade
on 26 October 2009 in Kuala Lumpur. MNZFTA entered into force on 1 August 2010.

Moratorium
The moratorium on new membership, effective through 2010, was agreed between APEC Leaders in 1997 in
order to give APEC a period in which to lay firm foundations for the future given the considerable number of
members (21).

MOU

Memorandum of Understanding - a document that records the common intent of two or more parties where
the parties do not wish to assume legally binding obligations. An MOU is usually less complex and less detailed
than a contract, but provides a framework and set of principles to guide the parties in uncFertaking a project or
working arrangement.

MPCEPA

Malaysia-Pakistan Closer Economic Partnership Agreement - Malaysia and Pakistan established the Malaysia-
Pakistan Closer Economic Partnership Agreement (MPCEPA) on 8 November 2007. MPCEPA came into force
on 1 January 2008. The MPCEPA encompasses liberalisation in trade in goods and services, investment, as well
as bilateral technical cooperation and capacity building in areas such as sanitary and phytosanitary measures,
intellectual property protection, construction, tourism, healthcare and telecommunications.

MRA

Mutual Recognition Agreement - an international agreement by which two or more countries agree to recognize one
another’s conformity assessments. If the products identified according to the MRA have been examined and assessed
conformity before export, they will be directly imported by countries signing the agreement, instead of having to go
through the examining and assessing process of the importing country. Hence, MRA is an important instrument in
facilitating international trade.
