Malaysia’s Manufacturing sales in February 2021 stood at RM118.4 billion, grew 6.4 

per cent as compared to RM111.2 billion reported a year ago. On month-on-month 
growth, the sales value went down by 3.6 per cent (RM4.5 billion) while in a seasonally 
adjusted terms, the sales value increased by 8.3 per cent. The year-on-year increase in 
February 2021 was driven by Electrical & Electronics Products (10.3%), Food, Beverages 
& Tobacco Products (9.0%) and Transport Equipment & Other Manufactures Products 
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INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION INDEX (IPI), FEB 2021INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION INDEX (IPI), FEB 2021
The Industrial Production Index (IPI) grew 1.5 per cent in February 2021 as 

compared to the same month of the previous year. The growth of IPI in February 
2021 was driven by the Manufacturing index with an increase of 4.5 per cent. 
Meanwhile, Mining and Electricity index dropped 6.0 per cent and 5.8 per cent 
respectively.

Sales value of Wholesale & Retail Trade recorded RM108.0 billion in February 

2021, registering -0.9 per cent contraction year-on year. The contraction was 
due to Retail Trade which slipped -2.1 per cent. Similarly, Motor Vehicles and 
Wholesale Trade also decreased -0.1 per cent respectively. In terms of volume 
index, Wholesale & Retail Trade registered a growth of -1.1 per cent year-on-year 
to record 126.5 points. The decline was due to the decrease of -2.1 per cent and 
-1.0 per cent in Retail Trade and Motor Vehicles respectively. Wholesale Trade 
also recorded a negative growth to register 0.1 per cent . 
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LABOUR FORCE, FEB 2021LABOUR FORCE, FEB 2021
February 2021 saw the number of employed persons rose by 0.2 per 

cent or equivalent to 33.3 thousand persons to 15.27 million persons 
(January 2021: 15.24 million persons). The employment-to-population 
ratio which indicates the ability of an economy to create employment 
remained stagnant at 65.2 per cent in February 2021.
