Article on Russia’s Accession to the WTO by Secretary General of the 
Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI)

On Aug 22, Russia became the 156th member of 
the World Trade Organization (WTO) after almost 
two decades of negotiations. Russia is now a 
member of the WTO. So what?
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To answer this question we have to rewind to 1995. In that year, 128 
countries, including Malaysia, who were members of the General 
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT), signed the Marrakesh 
Agreement to form the WTO. They did this in the spirit of ensuring 
global economic growth through a liberalized, transparent and 
predictable global trading environment. Towards that end, the 
member countries agreed to work on ground rules for international 
commerce. The WTO was to focus on getting members to reduce 
and eliminate import duties and subsidies in an attempt to create a 
level playing field for international trade. These ground rules were 
framed in agreements. In sum, governments must ensure that their 
trade policies are consistent with their WTO commitments.

Russia’s inclusion provides a boost to the multilateral trading 
system, one that has been overshadowed for far too long by the 
impasse in the Doha Development Agenda (DDA) or the Doha 
Round. Launched in Doha, Qatar, in November 2001, the DDA 
was billed as the inclusive initiative to ensure that developing 
countries are better integrated into the multilateral trading system; 
specifically, to address the marginalization of least-developed 
countries in international trade and to improve their participation in 
the multilateral trading system.

Twelve years on, the WTO has missed almost every deadline it set 
under the Doha Round; with three collapsed Ministerial meetings 
in 2003, 2006 and 2008. Still, the WTO continues to play a key role 
in discouraging protectionism. The global financial crisis of 2008-
2009 proved that a rules-based multilateral trading system serves 
a purpose. During the crisis period the monitoring undertaken by 
the WTO, served in large measure to keep protectionist pressures 
in check. Governments exercised restraint over the imposition of 
new trade restrictions. In fact, if there is one point where there is 
unanimous agreement it is that the WTO should continue to play a 
key role in discouraging protectionism.

Malaysia, too, views the WTO as the global custodian of multilateral 
trade, and will continue to support efforts to strengthen its ability to 
fulfill this institutional duty. 

With the Russian Federation in its fold, the WTO now 
encompasses all the major economies, and transactions among 
WTO Members will account for 98% of global trade.

Based on WTO statistics, in 2010, Russia ranked as the globe’s 
12th largest exporter and 18th largest importer of merchandise 
trade, and the 13th largest exporter and 16th largest importer of 
commercial services. For WTO members, it means increased 
transparency in trade with a country of 142 million. As part of the 
accession accord, Russia is committed to liberalize its trade and 
investment regime and accelerate its integration into the world 
economy.

For goods, generally, Russia will lower tariff imports to 7% 
from about 15% today. For investments and services, Russia’s 
telecommunications and banking services will also be opened 
to competition. WTO members will also have recourse to 
global trade processes for resolving disputes with Russia. For 
Malaysia, the increased stability and openness of the Russian 
business environment will be good for our exporters. As part of 
its accession process, on Dec 2 , 2005, Russia and Malaysia 
signed a bilateral agreement for market access on goods. Under 
this agreement, Russia will, within a maximum period of seven 
years, reduce duties on palm oil to 3%; wood products (including 
furniture) by 10%, and electrical and electronic products by 
15%. These are significant improvements as palm oil and 
E&E products make up Malaysia’s main exports to Russia. In 
2011, Malaysia’s trade with Russia totaled RM3.8bil (exports, 
RM2.7bil) from RM3.5bil (exports, RM2.2bil) in 2010.

For Russia, there will be the immediate benefit of lower 
costs for a significant portion of its imports. The World Bank 
estimates that Russia’s membership will add three percentage 
points to Russia’s gross domestic product once the new tariffs 
are phased in. This membership is also expected to see 
increased investment opportunities in Russia’s services sectors, 
specifically, in wholesale and retail trade, finance; professional 
business services; and construction. Russia’s WTO accession, 
like that of all members of the organization, is not without its 
challenges. And like all of us, Russia will now have to follow 
through on its commitments, reform its industrial structure and 
its industry must face up to competition. But this is a small price 
to pay for the expanded market access in goods and services, 
and trade facilitation.

Article on Sharing Malaysia’s Experience - at Vladivostok by Secretary 
General of the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI)

APEC leaders meet once again this week, this 
time in Vladivostok, to see what they can do 
to address the world’s economic problems. 

Leader summits such as this one often lead to questions about 
their effectiveness. Are these just talk shops? What can these 
high level meetings actually do to improve the global economy?

The Vladivostok agenda is a continuation of 
themes that have dominated previous discussions, 
focusing on issues of growth, economic integration, 
trade barriers and capacity building programmes.

But there is a special urgency this time to come to grips 
with problems. Five years have passed since the global 
financial crisis began, and economic growth in many 
countries remains uncertain. The global growth forecasts 
make grim reading: 3.9% for 2012, 3.5% for 2013 and 3.9% 
for 2014. The United States and eurozone countries will 
do worse, while emerging and developing economies are 
expected to do better. This is not enough to deliver a world 
economy that will hum and boom in unison and improve 
living standards across the board. So what can be done?

This year’s host, Russia, is trying to get Apec leaders 
to focus on a number of high priority issues so that the 
meeting can achieve some meaningful outcomes. At the top 
of the agenda is a reaffirmation of the pledge against trade 
protectionism and a rollback of trade distorting measures.

There has been a spike in the number of protectionist 
measures adopted by the larger economies, as well as smaller 
ones, since the onset of the global financial crisis. And there 
is not much to suggest that the propensity to resort to such 
measures has slowed down. All this is no bonus for the collective 
good, of course. Apec leaders will address these concerns. 
So the campaign to identify, cajole and dissuade will continue.

We can also expect Apec leaders to focus on trying to 
improve what are termed “trade facilitation measures.” All 
countries have rules and administrative measures to control 
the movement of goods and services into and out of their 
borders. Many of these are unnecessary or out-of-date. But 
adherence to them makes trading inefficient and increases the 
cost of doing business. The victims, ultimately, are consumers. 
So Apec’s increased attention to problems affecting efficiency 
of the supply chain is welcome. Get it right and all will benefit.

We can expect two other issues to have some prominence 
at Vladivostok. The first is greater recognition of the 
importance of small and medium enterprises (SMEs) in 
all economies and the need to support their development. 
This acknowledgement is not new, but has received more 

lip service than practical support in the past. We expect 
Apec to give more concrete support this time round to 
SME capacity-building programmes and also endorse 
initiatives to integrate SMEs into global production chains.

Green agenda
In keeping with the times, Apec leaders are also expected 

to address environment and sustainability issues. Officials 
have prepared a list of “environmental goods and services” 
for endorsement by the leaders. Once agreed, items on this 
list will be subjected to reduced import duties in member 
economies. This will support the green growth agenda.

Apec leaders will also be expected to reassert the 
importance of ensuring a balance between environmental 
protection and sound trade practices. Such a balance is 
necessary to avoid attempts to use environmental reasons 
to justify the introduction of protectionist trade measures.

Prime Minister, Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak, will go to 
Vladivostok feeling confident that Malaysia has walked the 
talk as far as the APEC agenda is concerned. Malaysia has 
spoken out against the introduction of protectionist measures 
in response to economic tribulation, describing them as 
“knee jerk” reactions. Malaysia prefers, instead, to adhere to 
a rules-based system of governance to promote global trade.

Najib will also point to the fact that the Malaysia’s 
Economic Transformation Programme has addressed 
very directly issues of trade facilitation. The Government’s 
Economic Transformation Programme have introduced 
comprehensive programmes to upgrade physical 
infrastructure, reduce inefficiencies in the delivery of 
public services and improve education and skill levels. 
He will also reiterate that Malaysia continues to liberalise 
its services sector encouraging both domestic and foreign 
participation. A comprehensive roadmap to support 
SMEs has been put in place. And Malaysia’s economic 
policy supports the promotion of green technology, 
especially in the automotive and alternative energy sectors.

Apec as an institution is non-binding. However, 
its member economies use this forum to share 
best practice and collectively persuade each 
other to keep to commitments made. This year, 
Malaysia goes to Vladivostok with much to share.

As Malaysians, defining ourselves by race only further divides us - by 
Secretary General of the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI)

I should have been offended. But he appeared sincere, 
no malice intended. Just honest curiosity. Growing up in 
Malacca in the Portugese Settlement, it never occurred to 
me that we were somehow different; set apart because of 
our race.

As the nation celebrated Malaysia Day yesterday, I recalled 
the question of the Terengganu gentleman while observing 
the developments around me.

Which brings me to where we are today.

Malaysia Day is as good as any day to ponder the 
meaning of what it means to be Malaysian. Fifty-five years 
after independence and 49 years into being Malaysia, we 
should be revelling in the fact that we are a multi-cultural, 
multi-racial, multi-religious country.

Yet, we are continually reminded that we are nation 
defined, and perhaps, divided by race. Conversations tend 
to focus more on the divisive rather than celebrating the 
collective. Does it matter how we define ourselves?

My friend, Dr Nungsari Radhi, recently wrote that “by 
defining ourselves by race, we are appealing to our 
primordial and unenlightened selves.“We are choosing a 
very low common denominator that is neither inspirational 
nor inspiring. It rears its ugly side whenever the country 
faces hard decisions. It is choking the country.”

I couldn’t agree with him more. In my family, each of 
us would struggle to define ourselves by race. We are 
thoroughly of mixed racial origin.

It is even more complicated for our children. I am married 
to a Malaysian of Indian origin. My sister Rachel is married 
to Patrick, of Malacca Straits-born Chinese descent. 

His mother-tongue is the Malay dialect that the Malacca 
Nyonya and Baba speak. My brother, Moses, is married 
to Stephanie, who is a Hokkien from Malacca; Assunta 
is married to Merlyn who is of Chinese-Indian heritage. 
Clifford is married to a Filipina; and Sara is married to 
Sikim, a Kadazan.

So, how would one classify our children? And I know we are 
not alone. There are many like us. Of course, for want of 
a specific definition, folks like us are officially classified as 
lain-lain or “others”. Neither accurate, nor complimentary, 
surely.

It is for this reason that I was pleased when the Government 
proposed to remove race from official forms. I would 
like to see this proposal gain traction. I would go so far 
as to say that any attempt to define us by race is only a 
bureaucratic convenience. And there is a real downside to 
such conveniences. It is self-serving.

We continue to perpetuate stereotypes and prevent the 
organic evolution of a Malaysian race. I look forward to 
the day when we identify ourselves as Malaysian first. I 
don’t think this would in any way diminish the uniqueness 
of each ethnic group. Neither would this cause the demise 
of any particular culture.

Instead, it lays the foundation for us to move forward more 
cohesively and inclusively as a nation. And what a powerful 
statement on national unity!

What’s Next After Vladivostok for APEC by Secretary General of the Ministry 
of International Trade and Industry (MITI)

As the members of the Apec (Asia Pasific 
Economic Cooperation) delegation packed 
up to leave Russky Island, off Vladivostok, 
Russia, and police sirens signalled the 
depature of the leaders, another cycle of the 
Apec series of meetings drew to close.

But some questions were left in its wake. Was the gathering 
of the 21 leaders able to achieve what it set out to do? Did 
those involved address the liberalisation of trade in green 
goods? Are they any closer towards regional economic 
integration? Have they been able to spell out measures 
towards addressing concerns about food security? 

The answer to all four questions is a convincing “yes”. This 
clearly came through from the meeting of the ministers and 
leaders from Australia, Brunei, Canada, Chile, China, Hong 
Kong, Indonesia, Japan, South Korea, Malaysia, Mexico, 
Papua New Guinea, New Zealand, Peru, The Philippines, 
Russia, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, the United 
States and Vietnam: They are determined to be an example to 
the rest of the world.

Yes, their decisions are made by consencus, but there is the 
drive to ensure speedy decision making. Yes, the decisions 
taken are non-binding, but there is sufficient peer pressure 
and political will to ensure that the commitments are met.

One concrete takeaway from Apec 2012 is the agreement 
that Apec member economies will, by 2015, reduce to no 
more than 5% the duties on a list of 54 environmental goods, 
including equipment for renewable energy, waste treatment 
and environmental monitoring.

Yes, there were moments of tension as officials worked round 
the clock to arrive at a list that was “economically meaningful 
and credible”. In the end, it was the spirit of compromise, 
the spirit that has defined Apec, that prevailed. Arriving at 
this commitment is significant when one considers the fact 
that after more than a decade, member of the WTO have 
not even been able to reach consensus on what constitutes 
“environmental goods”, let alone work on duty reduction.

On regional economic integration, the focus was on 
measures to remove choke points along supply chains, 
streamline Customs processes and procedures, and provide 
assurance that member economies will not introduce trade 
distorting and export restrictive measures.

They renewed their pledge against trade protectionism and 
rollback of trade distorting measures. They acknowledged 
that while in times of crises the easy route would be to look 
inward, this is myopic and would not serve the collective 
good.

Given that Apec member economies account for 40% of 
the world’s population, 54% of its economic output and 
44% of its trade, Apec can provide the leadership in trade 
liberalisation and expansion.

Malaysia’s Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak 
stressed that in the face of global economic headwinds, 
Apec must provide strong global leadership, work 
towards greater regional economic integration and resist 
protectionism. 

This year’s meeting saw the leaders devoting some time 
to addressing concerns about food security and measures 
that they have to take to ensure price stability, access to 
food and balance resources between food and energy 
security. 

The leaders agreed with Najib that as food is a basic 
human need, it is important that resources be put to most 
effective use. This should be through ensuring that factors 
of production flow to economies that have the comparative 
advantage. The focus should be on cooperation and 
collaboration, not competition. There was commitment to 
ensure price stability through prevention of speculation, 
and reducing inefficiencies in the supply chain.

Yes, Apec as an institution is non-binding. But member 
economies must still keep score. And they must hold fast 
to the spirit that brought this group of disparate countries 
together in 1989, namely, the spirit to build a dynamic and 
harmonious Asia-Pacific community by championing 
free and open trade and investment, and promoting and 
accelerating regional economic integration.

As the delegations prepare to head for Bali in 2013, they 
must ensure that they build on the momentum achieved at 
Apec 2012.

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ASEAN: Deepening Regional Integration - by Secretary General of the 
Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI)

The RCEP is Asean’s initiative to leverage on the strengths 
of the region, and drive regional economic growth, counter-
balancing the lethargy in the EU (European Union) and the 
United States. RCEP is envisaged as an open economic 
integration agreement, initially involving Asean’s FTA 
(free trade agreement) partners, namely, Australia, China, 
India, Japan, South Korea and New Zealand, and later, 
expanding to include other dialogue partners.

Obviously there are questions about the rationale 
for such an initiative, given that the Asean Economic 
Community (AEC) is still a work-in-progress. Why start 
on RCEP? What’s in it for Asean?

In essence, it means there is no letting up on the work 
that Asean is doing. Yes, Asean’s own internal economic 
integration is important and, should at all times, take 
priority. However, ours is an open economic region, 
dependent on trade and foreign direct investment. We 
have to be pragmatic. The AEC cannot be the end game. 
Asean has to continue playing a key role in regional 
economic assimilation, so that we commonly shape our 
individual economic destinies.

So what is RCEP? One, it is an initiative driven by 
Asean. Two, it builds on the existing Asean FTAs with 
our dialogue partners. Three, it has an open accession 
clause, which means that in the first phase dialogue 
partners with FTAs with Asean, willing and able to take

on the commitments, can sign on; later, RCEP may be 
open to other dialogue partners. Four, economic and 
technical cooperation will be an integral part of the 
agreement to support Asean member states. And, five, 
it shall provide for special and differential treatment for 
Asean member states, especially Cambodia, Laos, 
Myanmar and Vietnam.

Asean and its six dialogue partners have decided on 
the guiding principles and objectives for negotiating the 
RCEP. The negotiations are expected to cover trade 
in goods; trade in services; investments; economic 
and technical cooperation; intellectual property rights; 
competition policy; dispute settlement; and, new and 
emerging issues.

In short, RCEP brings together the leading economies in 
Asia. It is one of the most ambitious regional economic 
integration initiatives. Upon realisation, it could see 
an alliance of a region populated by more than three 
billion people, with a combined GDP (gross domestic 
product) of more than US$17 trillion, and over 40% of 
world trade.

RCEP, aside, the Asean Summit will also record 
important economic deliverables of 2012, including:

• The entry into force of the Asean Comprehensive     
Investment Agreement, which provides for the 
progressive liberalisation of the investment 
regimes in Asean, protection of investments and 
joint promotion of the region as an integrated 
investment area;

• The completion of the 8th Package of Services 
liberalisation under Asean Framework Agreement 
on Services covering 80 services sub-sectors;

• The conclusion of the Asean Agreement on 
Movement of Natural Persons, which will enable 
the increased mobility of skilled persons, service 
providers and professionals within the region;

• A new framework on Asean banking sector 
integration to enhance the liberalisation of banking 
services in the region, including the establishment 
of Qualified Asean Banks in each member state 
by 2020; and

• The Asean Infrastructure Fund which has been 
operationalised and lending activities expected to 
commence later this year.

Clearly, the 21st Asean Summit is not just another photo 
opportunity for the 10 leaders and their counterparts. 
When the 10 Asean Leaders and their six counterparts 
meet, they will set the stage for yet another important 
phase in the growth of the region and the significance of 
Asean on the global economic stage.
